Nominees might include alocal library that has started an
especially effective reading and lecture series; a group whose work has advanced heritage tourism efforts; or an
individual who has developed a significant public program in history, literature, philosophy, archaeology,
folklore, or another humanities discipline.

Humanities Texas will make two awards: one for individuals, the other for organizations. Each winner will
receive a cash award of $5,000. Nominees must reside in Texas, and organizations must be based in the state.

* A letter summarizing the nominee’s contributions to the humanities in your community, your region, or
Texas as a whole. Please provide detailed information about the public impact of the nominee’s
achievements.

* Any additional items that will help Humanities Texas better understand the impact of the nominee’s
achievements, such as letters of recommendation, publications, or press coverage.

* Please send FIVE complete copies of your nomination materials. Each copy should be included in a slim
(one-half or three-quarter inch) three-ring binder, with any ancillary materials that won’t fit in the binder
(e.g., CD’s, DVD’s, publications) placed in the inside sleeves or pockets.
* Please select additional items carefully. Your nomination should provide the committee with as complete
a picture as possible of the nominee’s achievements.
* Incomplete application materials will not be considered.
